The Pacifi c Electric Trail (shown on the map in orange) follows the 
route of the legendary Pacifi c Electric Railway, also known as the 
“Red Cars.” Once the world’s largest interurban and street railway 
system, the Pacifi c Electric Railway ended operation with the expan-
sion of the Southern California freeway system. A 21-mile section 
of the Pacifi c Electric Railway has become an intercity urban trail 
system stretching from Claremont in the west to Rialto in the east.

Rancho Cucamonga’s portion of the trail extends 7 miles from one 
end of the city to the other. The Trail features two parallel trails: a 
ribbon of concrete and another of decomposed granite. The concrete 
trail is intended for pedestrians and bicyclists, while the softer surface 
is designed for walkers, joggers and equestrian riders.

The Pacifi c Electric Trail is an excellent mode of transportation 
to get to work, school, and other places in the surrounding area. 
The Trail is lighted at night for safety the entire length, and has 
climate appropriate landscaping, trash cans, and doggie clean-up 
bag dispensers at intersection crossings. You’ll even fi nd benches, 
horse tie-ups and drinking fountains along the route. The Route 66 
Trailhead at Foothill Boulevard features restrooms, parking for 
vehicles and equestrian trailers, and trail access for all users.

Always wear a helmet and use your lights when riding 
at night.
